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Our neighbors in need of nourishment are classmates of your children. They are people living
just around the corner. They are driving the same streets, and they want the same things as
you; still, there are 92,000 humans who experience food scarcity and stress. 

But would you believe that food is in abundance? At the Food Bank of Northeast Georgia, we
transform scarcity into abundance by sourcing food from across the region, connecting it
efficiently to family tables.

Would you believe that the problem facing Everyday People, hunger, will be solved by
Everyday People? People like Anne or David who spend countless hours packing and sorting
in our Volunteer Center. Folks like Frazier or Chris who spend their days moving food. Or the
hundreds of Fork Lifters whose monthly financial gifts to the Food Bank multiplies every $2
into 5 nourishing meals.

Something about Everyday People holds exceptional power…the power of exponential
impact. It is that power…Everyday People power…that will fuel more than 16 MILLION pounds
of food in 2025. These Everyday People are my favorite kind of people for the magical way
they transform the ordinary into the extraordinary. I am surrounded by them daily.

You are one of these people. It is you who inspires me and helps me believe that one day we
will see Every Neighbor. With Enough Food. Every Day.

Perfectly baked apple crisp, just out of the oven. Wanting the best for your child. The
gratitude you feel after a delicious meal. These things feel universal, but we humans have
some things that we don’t see eye-to-eye on. (Notice I chose apple crisp and not pumpkin
spice. We aren’t here for controversy people!) These are the experiences of everyday people. 

However, everyday people are finding meals just out of reach, our neighbors, whose portions
are dwindling, and even meals disappearing altogether. 

Earlier this year, and for the first time in our history, the Food Bank of Northeast Georgia
invested in asking neighbors more about their life experience with food insecurity, hearing
from more than 1,300 individuals - representing thousands of others in their households.

We had affirmation of what we already know - that our neighbors facing
food stress are grappling with multiple stressors but doing so with
impressive resilience. We learned inspiring things, like the fact that 97% of
our neighbors report being treated with dignity when receiving food. 

We also learned some things we didn’t know. More than 1/3 of neighbors,
OUR NEIGHBORS, reported going an entire day without food. Unacceptably,
hunger is a reality for Everyday People.

2025 Neighbor Survey
In early 2025, the Food Bank of Northeast Georgia, in partnership with the Athens Wellbeing
Project, conducted the first-ever regional neighbor survey to hear from those experiencing food
insecurity and to strengthen the community’s understanding of their needs. Food insecurity in
Northeast Georgia remains a profound challenge, undermining not just nutrition but dignity, well-
being, and stability for thousands of households. This survey was an opportunity for us to hear
directly from our neighbors. We are pleased to share this summary of a few of the findings.

69% Reported eating less than they should
in the past year due to lack of money.

Said an adult in their home went an
entire day without eating.

Neighbors First
Across our region, more than 200 Members, who are nonprofit partners of the Food Bank,
connect food directly to neighbors and families. This year, the Food Bank increased our
investment in their capacity to serve, and many Members have DOUBLED their distributions,
expanded distribution hours, or added special meal offerings. We are grateful for their
relentless energy and boundless compassion in connecting neighbors with nourishing food.

MEMBER STORIES FROM THE FIELD

“We recently had the opportunity to assist a
single woman with a disability who was
experiencing a temporary lapse in her food
coverage. With [the Food Bank’s] support, we
were able to provide her and her service
animal with emergency food assistance for
two weeks. We are deeply grateful for the
resources that allow us to respond quickly and
compassionately to urgent needs like hers.”



“The kitchen is running more
effectively and efficiently now
with the improved prep area

and the dependable ice maker.
We are getting food to our
clients faster, and I believe 
the quality of the food has

improved. The overall morale
of the staff is much improved
and that also helps in dealing
with the pressures of the job

and, thus, the overall operation
of the soup kitchen.”

“We know that there is not one specific
intervention related to food insecurity that
works for everyone. We are proud of our
creativity, tenacity and the strong partnerships
we have with other organizations (such as the
Food Bank) that allow us to say ‘yes’ when we
have neighbors asking for food assistance.”

“A pressing need is seeing families that have
fallen on hard times. Clients receiving food
from the pantry have faced complex health,
financial, and social needs. Clients rely on the
food pantries for long periods of time and for a
substantial portion of their household foods.”

The mother
expressed how the consistent access to
healthy foods helped her children focus better
in school and even improved their Family
Connection attendance. This grant didn't just
fill a pantry—it filled a need, restored dignity,
and uplifted an entire family, serving as a
shining example of how targeted support can
create lasting, meaningful change.”

VOLUNTEERS	MAKE	THE	DIFFERENCE
Our volunteers, from all walks of life, sort food, pack boxes, and even teach cooking
classes. Each volunteer makes a direct impact in our work to connect neighbors with
nourishing food. In FY25, a total of 1,400 volunteers served with the Food Bank - in Athens
and Clayton - donating the equivalent time of 3.8 full-time employees. 

Joanne Baumgartner has been volunteering at the
Mountain Branch since 2016 after a friend suggested that
she get involved due to her love of cooking and 40 years
of experience in education. Joanne supports the Food
Bank’s “Kitchenettes” who serve in the Teaching Kitchen
hosting cooking classes and camps, supporting special
events, and developing Food Bank recipes based on the
seasonal produce available for distribution. Below she
shares about her involvement in the Teaching Kitchen. 

“It’s not just rewarding to work with kids and adults in
the kitchen and teach them about healthy meals and
cooking, but it also fosters great community bonds as
we all gather around and enjoy a meal together.”

Pierce Roberts began volunteering at the Athens
Branch as a college student. Now a professional working
in Athens, he serves on Friday afternoons - which are
half-days at the doctor’s office in which he works. Pierce
reflects on his experience at the Food Bank below.

As Dave Williams, Associate Director of Operations,
reflects: “Having worked for the Food Bank for over 20
years, I have seen times of scarcity and abundance.
So far in 2025 we have seen a large drop in our access
to Federal USDA Commodities. However, I am proud
to say that we have already received local donations
year-to-date that exceed all of last year. Our
partnerships with local retailers, distribution centers,
and farmers have allowed the Food Bank to continue
its mission at an even greater level than previously
imagined.”

At the Food Bank, we live by a very simple reality: Food is essential, and what is essential
cannot be negotiable. This core belief was challenged in November 2025 when thousands of
our neighbors found their access to food dramatically altered due to the federal shutdown.

Our Food Bank moved to action with urgency, and you jumped in with us. We increased
food purchasing by 400% for the month of November, increased all mobile pantry plans - in
some cases tripling the amount of food we shared with neighbors.

Our response is not yet complete. Even by the time you read this report, we will still be
recovering from this setback, because our neighbors will have not yet recovered. Today is a
great day to lock arms with us, investing your resources as Fork Lifters, or time as volunteers.
